“Joke telling is just an-
other means for connecting
with folks. It’s been amaz-
ing how welcoming every-
oneis.”

That includes strangers
who have gladly provided
food, lodging and showers,
he said.

The two are having a bash
tonight at the 400 Bar in Min-
neapolis to celebrate the half-
way point of their journey
and to thank their sponsors,
all of whom are based in the
Twin Cities. The doors open
at 7:30 p.m., live music starts
at 8:30 p.m. and a bike-pow-
ered smoothie machine runs
continually. Admission is $5.

There also will be jokes,
such as this Ettinger favorite:
“Why did the scarecrow win
the Nobel prize? Because he
was outstanding in his field.”

The jokes work much bet-
ter on video.

After her husband was oust-
ed as president of the Philip-
pines in 1986, it was widely re-
ported that first lady Imelda
Marcos owned more than
3,000 pairs of shoes.
